So we get to know about
the lives of the various women: Anna, the owner, Francesca,
her accountant friend, Vicky, the lover of a shady business-
man, and Duska, the young woman that Anna's dead hus-
band qot pregnant. We also follow the complicated sex life
of a young gay hairdresser called Luca. Other characters come
into the story later, adding even more spice to the series,
until we have about a dozen portraits of different women,
who are successful or otherwise, agqressive or gentle,
wicked and ruthless or understanding and tolerant,
but all modern women, with their good points and

contradictions.
